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Dear All, 

We condole the passing away of three of the greatest artists of India and request the 
members of our entire Heritage family to keep their memory alive through sharing of 
their immortal art. The death of Padma Vibhushan Shrimati Gangubai Hangal, soon 
after that of Padma Vibhushan Thirumati DK Pattamal, is a double blow for our frag-
ile community of classical music. These two doyennes of the Hindustani and Car-
natic styles of singing were some of the last flag bearers for what might become a 
dying art. This is not sensationalism: audiences for the classical arts have not been 
growing as fast they could or should. It could even be said that they are dwindling. 
And here at this point the presence of the societies like, SPIC MACAY is in itself a 
hope and source of inspiration to audiences and artistes both. 

Gangu Bai ji and and Pattamalamma ji are both examples of women who broke social barriers to perfect their 
art. Bai ji who was born in 1913, belonged to a community where arts were patronized 
by Brahmin men and while her singing was supreme, her social status initially was not. 
Amma ji, born in 1919, conversely, belonged to the Brahmin caste but chose a profes-
sion which traditionally belonged to the devadasis and was dominated by men. 

This courage and devotion to art bucked the norm and set new trends that became part 
of the various movements which rescued the Indian classical arts -- in the North and in 
the South -- from being buried and forgotten. Their long lives exemplified that love, dili-
gence, dedication and faith. It would be tragic, nay unforgiving, if their deaths become 

reason for India's classical arts to become the loser. 

Ms. Shashi Banerjee 

(Principal) 
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Habib Tanvir (1 September 1923 – 8 June 2009) was one 
of the most popular Urdu, Hindi playwrights, a theatre di-
rector, poet and actor. He is the writer of plays such as, 
Agra Bazar (1954) and Charandas Chor (1975). A pioneer 
in Urdu, Hindi theatre, he is most known for his work with 
Chhattisgarhi tribals, at the Naya Theatre, a theatre com-
pany he founded in 1959 in Bhopal, and went on to include 
indigenous performance forms such as nacha, to create 
not only a new theatrical language, but also milestones 
such as Charandas Chor, Gaon ka Naam Sasural, Mor 
Naam Damad and Kamdeo ka Apna Basant Ritu ka 
Sapna.  

He died on 8th of June 2009 at Bhopal after a three week 
long illness. Upon his death, he was the last of pioneering 
actor-managers in Indian theatre, which included Sisir 
Bhaduri, Utpal Dutt and Prithviraj Kapoor, and often he 
managed plays with mammoth cast, such as Charandas Chor which included an orchestra of 72 people on 
stage and Agra Bazaar had 52 people.  

During his lifetime he won several national and international awards, including the Sangeet Natak Akademi 
Award in 1969, Padma Shri in 1983, Kalidas Samman 1990, Sangeet Natak Akademi Fellowship in 1996, and 
the Padma Bhushan in 2002; apart from that he had also been nominated to become a member of the Upper 
House of Indian Parliament, the Rajya Sabha (1972-1978). His play 'Charandas Chor' (Charandas, The Thief) 
got him the Fringe Firsts Award at Edinburgh International Drama Festival in 1982, and in 2007, it was credited 
for "an innovative dramaturgy equally impelled by Brecht and folk idioms, Habib Tanvir seduces across lan-
guage barriers in this his all-time biggest hit about a Robin Hood-style thief" as it was included in the Hindustan 
Times' list of 'India’s 60 Best works since Independence'. 
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Every year the school organizes Parent Teacher Meetings so that there is interaction between the teachers 
and parents to discuss progress, issues etc. The first Parent Teacher 
Meeting for Class IX to XII for the academic session 2009 -2010 was 
held at school on 18 July 2009. 

Most parents attended the meeting and interacted with teachers to dis-
cuss issues related to discipline, uniform etc. Teachers updated the par-
ents on the curriculum, the syllabus for the forthcoming unit tests and 
the progress of their wards.
